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to keep his seat, State House 
#69.  Right here in the city of 
Venice we will have two council 
members and mayor up for re-
election and we will work to 
keep Democrats in those seats.  
With so many qualified candi-
dates we will work hard in our 
precincts to make as much im-
pact possible with limited re-
sources. 

If you don’t know and 
need to find out who your pre-
cinct captain is please contact 
any board member and s/he will 
be happy to help you.  Any small 
effort you are willing to make 
can help move Florida out of the 
1950s and turn it into a forward-
moving state.

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Bud Aronson, a long time union 
activist speaking at last month’s Venice 
Area Democratic Club meeting, re-
counted the struggling history of unions.  
Aronson spent 20 years in the labor 
movement in California.  During his 
tenure he established the Union of State 
Employees, which is affiliated with the 
American Federation of Labor-Congress 
of Industrial Organizations (AFL-CIO).   

Historically, unions were embraced 
by workers and despised by manage-
ment.  Aronson said the legislation that 
breathed life into legal existence for 
unions was the National Labor Relations 
Act passed by Congress in 1935.  This 
Act established the American Federation 
of Labor (AFL) and codified the rights 
of working people to organize and to 
become members of labor unions.  The 
Act set forth binding procedures work-
ers had to follow to become members of 
a union.  The National Labor Relations 
Board established the laws.  “The results 
of the Act were a tremendous joining by 
people into the unions,” said Aronson.   

A few years later the Congress of 
Industrial Organizations (CIO) was cre-
ated.  Their leaders believed unions had 
to be organized from the top to the bot-
tom in “one great union based on the 
premise ‘in union there is strength,’ ” 
said Aronson.  The CIO crossed hierar-

chical lines and organized the all of the 
workers factory wide not based on race 
or gender, and infused it with a fervor not 
known in the AFL.  The CIO in effect 
was “striving to remake American soci-
ety,” said Aronson.  “It organized the 
rubber, tire, steel, and other industries.”  
The CIO succeeded and in so doing 
helped rejuvenate the AFL.  Their com-
bined efforts succeeded in organizing 
large chunks of American industry.   

“Then came the counterattack,” said 
Aronson.  The employers followed with a 
counter movement that culminated in 
1948, when the Taft Hartley Act was 
passed.  President Harry Truman vetoed 
it, but the Republicans, with the help of 
Democrats, overrode the President’s 
veto.   

Why was the Act ruinous to unions?  
First, it established the rights of states to 
opt out of allowing unions.  To date, 
some 20 states, Florida included, have 
enacted a “right to work law,” a euphe-
mism for keeping labor unions at bay.  
Second, union shop rules dictated that, if 
a majority of workers vote to ratify a 
union, workers later hired are required to 
join the union; otherwise a newly-hired 
individual can opt out and pay to a char-
ity a sum equivalent to the amount of the 
union dues.  Companies retaliated.  When 
new employees were hired, the company 
extracted a promise they would not join 
the union.   

The Taft Hartley Bill also set up a 
loyalty oath.  During 1950 to 1954 there 
was an anti-government hysteria result-
ing in union members having to sign an 
affidavit that they were not members of a 
communist party.  The AFL-CIO then 
ousted the most militant unions forcing 
them out of the AFL-CIO, a move that 
Aronson thought a huge mistake.  “The 
labor union movement took a pistol and 
shot itself in the head because the mili-
tants were the most dedicated workers.”  

A mistake made by The AFL-CIO 

was setting up its own unions. Internecine 
warfare resulted in money wasted to steal 
workers from each other’s unions.  To this 
day, unions are still suffering, and although 
the anti-communist hysteria has subsided, 
it has taken a long time to repair the cleav-
age that resulted from the Taft-Hartley Act.  

When Ronald Reagan was governor he 
tried to snuff out California’s Industries for 
the Blind and Disabled Union.  The work-
ers traveled to Sacramento and picketed for 
two weeks, attracting negative global me-
dia coverage for Reagan, causing him to 
cave in and sign the first contract with the 
union and the state.  As president, Reagan 
continued anti-union tactics.  He broke the 
Air Traffic Controllers Union’s strike by 
firing all of its members and hiring replace-
ments.  Other unions did not support the 
controllers.  “That was the ultimate time of 
the decline of the labor union,” said 
Aronson. 

“I don’t think there is a simple answer 
to strengthening the unions,” said Aronson.  
He said the law has become stacked against 
labor because upper-level management of 
the National Labor Relations Board 
(NLRB) has been stacked with anti-labor 
people.  He cited a company whose law 
firms were seeking to keep out and destroy 
unions and “… used the weakness of the 
NLRB.”  The NLRB does not assess penal-
ties or ask the employer to pay back.   

A positive move in the direction of 
strengthening the union movement is The 
Employer Free Choice Act (EFCA), which 
was recently passed overwhelmingly by the 
House.  It is still being considered in the 
Senate.  The act would allow employees to 
authorize a union.  Under current law, the 
decision is the employer’s, and there is no 
deadline for a negotiated agreement.  The 
EFCA places a limit of one year for em-
ployee/employer deliberations, after which 
the two parties must negotiate an agree-
ment.  Aronson urged people to contact 
their senators and ask them to vote for the 
EFCA.        �
